1. Full-time attendance in a post-secondary institution in an area of study leading to a career which has a direct impact on First Nations health. 
2. Attendance in a full-time health related program, which may include but are not limited to: Biological Sciences, Environmental Health, Epidemiology, Genetics and Complex Diseases, Health Sciences, Human Kinetics, Immunology and Infectious Diseases, Nursing, Nutrition Sciences, etc. 
3. The FNC is pleased to announce our First Nations Health Careers Challenge for 2010. This year we are encouraging men to enter health careers so we are hoping to have lots of male students applying for the bursary. 
Other areas of study may be considered (for example: public administration,  education, etc) if there is an accompanied rationale how such studies may contribute to the advancement of First Nations health. 

Applications from students enrolled in part-time or vocational studies are not eligible.
